Traditional clothes

1. Women in India, Sri Lanka, Nepal and
other countries wear saris. A sari is a

cloth four to nine metres long. It is often
colourful, and it is decorated with beautiful
ornaments. Women wear it with a short-
sleeved blouse.

2. The abaya is the national dress for
women in Saudi Arabia, United Arab
Emirates and some other countries. The
abaya is a loose-fitting dress with long
sleeves. It is usually black. It covers the
whole body, except the face, feet, and
hands. Sometimes women also wear a veil
covering the face.

3. Kimonos are long straight clothes with
collars and long, wide sleeves. Women
wear them with a special belt called an
obi. Some older people in Japan still wear
kimonos, but young people usually put them
on only for special ceremonies.

4, Women in Vietnam wear the ao dai. It is
a silk tunic. Women wear it with trousers.
It has long sleeves and is usually tight-
fitting. Girls wear white ao dai as their
school uniform.
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
