3AZIAHME 1

Researchers in China have shown an ancient skull to the world for
the first time. The skull could belong to a completely new species of
humans that lived in Asia over 146,000 years ago. It could be from a
group of humans that are the closest relatives to us. The researchers
have nicknamed the person the skull came from “Dragon Man”. It
was originally found in the city of Harbin in 1933 but was kept hidden.
The Chinese worker hid it at the bottom of his family’s well. It stayed
there for nearly 90 years. Scientists say Dragon Man could greatly
change our understanding of human evolution. They say it belonged to
“a large-brained male in his 50s with deep-set eyes and thick eyebrow
ridges”. He looked more like today’s humans than any other extinct
members of the human family tree. The species Dragon Man belonged
to is probably closer to modern-day humans than Neanderthals were.

Cherry blossoms in Kyoto, Japan have bloomed at their earliest date
in 600 years. Researchers from Osaka University say blossoms in the city
of Kyoto peaked on the 26" of March. The previous record for Kyoto
was set in 1409, when the season reached its peak on the 27" of March.
Data on cherry blossoms blooming in Kyoto go back 1,200 years. As far
back as the year 812, officials at Japan’s imperial court in Kyoto wrote
details on the blooms in documents and diaries. Japan experienced much
warmer weather in the first few months of this year. Meteorologists say
this is because of climate change. They say many plants are flowering
and blossoming earlier than normal because of global warming. Cherry
blossoms are an important part of Japanese culture. People keep a close
eve on the news of blossoming times from forecasts made by the Japanese
Meteorological Agency.

An American ocean exploration team has filmed the world’s deepest
known shipwreck for the first time. The ship is a World War 11 US Navy
battleship called the USS Johnston. It was sunk by the Japanese Navy
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on October the 25", 1944 during the Battle of Samar in the Philippine
Sea. The wreck now sits on the ocean floor at a depth of around 6,456
metres. The film crew managed to go down to that incredible depth and
darkness and map and film the whole shipwreck. They filmed the ship from
a specially built submersible that can deal with the pressure of the deep
ocean. They discovered it was about 30 metres deeper than previously
thought. The filming took place during two eight-hour dives. The explorers
are from a company the founder of which is a former US Navy commander.
He said he was proud to have helped bring clarity and closure to the Johnston,
its crew, and the families of those who died on it.

Supersonic passenger planes could return to the skies before the end of
this decade. Supersonic means faster than the speed of sound. The speed of
sound is Mach [, which is 1,234.8 kph. The planes will fly up to 88 passengers
in an all-business class service. They will fly at a top speed of Mach 1.7.
This is 2,099 kph. Most modern passenger jets have a cruising speed
of just over 1,000 kph. The new planes could greatly cut the time it
takes to fly around the world. For example, passengers could fly from
London to New York in under four hours. It currently takes around
7 1/2 hours to do that journey. The cost of tickets will be roughly the same
as regular business class tickets. Flights will be net-zero carbon and will
use sustainable aviation fuel. The cost of each airplane is approximately
$200 million. There are around $6 billion in orders already.

A study has led archaeologists to believe the world’s first war was
in Sudan. Researchers re-examined 61 skeletons from the Nile Valley.
The skeletons are 13,400 years old. They were discovered in the 1960s.
For decades, scientists believed the millennia-old humans were killed in
a massacre. New research on the injuries revealed that they were killed
during a longer war that took place over several years. The skeletons are
now regarded as evidence of the earliest organized warfare. The researchers
conducted an investigation into injuries on the skeletons. They said the
injuries were caused by weapons such as arrows and spears. The researchers
believe rival tribes competed for food and water that were in limited
supply because of dramatic changes in climate. Ice covered a lot of the
Northern Hemisphere. Flooding caused major changes to the availability of
