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INTRODUCTION

The prosecutor is one of the central figures in criminal proceedings in
the Russian Federation, having a wide range of powers both in the pre-
trial stages of criminal proceedings and in the trial stage. At the same time,
the key function of the prosecutor in this area is to protect the rights and
freedoms of man and citizen, which is expressed in ensuring compliance
with the requirements of national legislation by all procedural subjects.

Traditionally, the prosecutor’s officer is charged with the duty of
maintaining public prosecution during the consideration of criminal
cases by the courts, as well as overseeing the procedural activities of the
preliminary investigation and inquiry bodies.

The present tutorial in schemes outlines the main aspects of the
organisation of the prosecutor’s participation in criminal proceedings in
all its stages. The work reveals the essence of criminal prosecution in the
Russian Federation, stages and types of measures taken by prosecutors
and other officials in the exercise of their powers.

A special place is given to possible violations on the part of competent
authorities that impede effective and fair criminal proceedings.

The material is presented in the form of schemes for the best
perception by persons who do not have special knowledge in the field
of Russian jurisprudence, supervisory and law enforcement activities.
The translation of the material into a foreign (English) language, as well
as the use of excerpts from the Constitution of the Russian Federation,
the Code of Criminal Procedure of the Russian Federation and federal
legislation will allow to master the principles of organising prosecutorial
supervision by foreign students and interested persons.

The tutorial in schemes is recommended to be used by students of
the University of the Prosecutor’s Office of the Russian Federation —
prosecutors from foreign countries as methodological material for
independent preparation for classes and final certification.
